Secondary School Applications
Parents must complete applications for secondary school places by using the following link:

Applications must be completed by 31t October 2023. Children are not guaranteed a place at a secondary
school, so it is vital that parents complete an application and state their preferred choices. Not applying could
mean your child is not allocated a secondary school place or being offered one at a school that is out of area.

Parents can name up to 6 secondary schools and we would advise parents to name as many as they can as
putting only one choice does not necessarily mean a place will be offered.
