With effect from 19" August, there will be changes to the way
local authorities manage legal interventions and how schools
manage pupil attendance. There will be a new National Framework
which all schools and local authorities will have to follow. One of
the key changes is that local authorities can only issue a
maximum of 2 penalty notices within a three-year period,
meaning local authorities may proceed to prosecution for a third
referral. Please note that any absence (including holidays) after
19t August will be dealt with under the new framework.
